Introduction

Four15 Apostolic International Network is a ministerial association under Glen Berteau Ministries, Inc. Pastor
Berteau founded the association after an outpouring of requests by many of the pastors he has mentored
over the years, who expressed a desire for a closer relationship, impartation, and covering. The name comes
from 1 Corinthians 4:15, “For though you might have ten thousand instructors in Christ, yet you do not have
many fathers; for in Christ Jesus | have begotten you through the gospel.”

To provide Ministerial licensing and ordination to qualified applicants.

To provide instruction, wisdom, and/or advice to the members of the Ministerial Association.

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Definitions and Requirements of Credential Applicants

Ministry Associate

Definition: Someone called to work in one of the offices or functions listed in Ephesians 4:11, either part-
time or full-time. A Ministry Associate Credential is not recognized by the state of California or the
regulations of the IRS.

Requirements:

1. All applications must meet the Biblical qualifications listed on page 6.

2. All applicants must be at least 18 years of age.

3. There must be a clear calling and equipping of God on the applicant’s life, as evidenced by their
functioning in one of the areas listed in Ephesians 4:11.

4. All applicants must be pursuing the academic requirements for credentialing as prescribed by
Four15 Apostolic International.

5. All applicants granted a Ministry Associate Credential will support the network with a $10.00
mandatory monthly contribution.

Licensed Minister

Definition: Those whose ministerial calling has been formally recognized by Four15 Apostolic International.
This credential will authorize and appoint the holder to actual service in the ministry, subject to supervision
and evaluation, as a step toward ordination. This is a right to preach, teach and serve only. A licensed
minister is entitled to all the rights and privileges attending his or her call in accordance with the laws of the
state of California, and the regulations of the Internal Revenue Service.

Requirements:

1. All applications must meet the Biblical qualifications listed on page 6.

2. All applicants must be at least 21 years of age (subject to exception).

3. There must be a clear calling and equipping of God on the applicant’s life, as evidenced by their

functioning in one of the areas listed in Ephesians 4:11.

4. All applicants must have completed the academic requirements for licensing as prescribed by
Four15 Apostolic International, or demonstrate that their prior ministerial responsibilities
involved significant practical Biblical knowledge and experience.

The applicant must demonstrate a need for licensing.
6. All applicants granted a license will support the ministry with a $50.00 mandatory monthly
contribution or an annual payment of $600.
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Ordained Minister

Definition: Ordained ministers are those whose calling, gifts and usefulness have not only been
demonstrated, but enhanced by proper training and/or experience. Ordained ministers have been
separated to the service of Christ by Four15 Apostolic International and have been fully invested with all the
functions of the Christian ministry. This ordination is given to those who are in full time ministry in
evangelism, pastoral work, chaplains, etc. An ordained minister is entitled to all the rights and privileges
attending his or her call in accordance with the laws of the state of California, and the regulations of the
Internal Revenue Service.
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Requirements:

1. The applicant must meet Biblical qualifications as listed on page 6.

2. The applicant must be at least 24 years of age (subject to exception).

3. The applicant must have three years prior experience in active ministry and have been licensed
by either “Four15 Apostolic International” or another credible organization or at least 36 months
(subject to exception).

4. The applicant must have completed the academic requirements for ordination as prescribed by
Four15 Apostolic International, or demonstrate that their prior ministerial responsibilities and
duties involved significant practical Biblical knowledge and experience.

5. The applicant must be actively involved in ministry at the time of application.

6. All applicants granted ordination will support the ministry with a $50.00 mandatory monthly
contribution or an annual payment of $600.

Ordained Minister Emeritus

Definition: A retired ordained minister who is deemed worthy of special recognition from Four15 Apostolic
International. An ordained minister emeritus is entitled to all the rights and privileges of an ordained
minister, but is not required to renew their credential.

Requirements:
The applicant is normally nominated by the Senior Pastor.
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
